Living is Achieved after
Close of Residential
Program
Chrissie (name changed) was admitted to Gateways for women in November of 2006.  She
had spent the previous 40 days on a psychiatric inpatient unit at a local hospital.  Prior to
her hospitalization, Chrissie had been isolating in her apartment which was in complete
disarray, eating a very scant diet, was unemployed, had spent a five figure divorce
settlement in a matter of a few months, owed money to creditors and was in jeopardy of
being evicted.  Her delusional mental disorder had led her to believe that her finances were
fine, that she could only eat a very limited diet and that everything else in her life was fine.
A visit by a family member led to an intervention that resulted in the admission to the
hospital. 

Upon arrival at Gateways, Chrissie was in denial that she needed services, social
interaction and especially medication.  She was, however, marginally compliant in the
hopes that this “will all be over soon and I can get back to my life.”  During the course of
her stay, Chrissie developed friendships with peers, increased her daily living skills, took
part in therapy at her mental health center and even became a mentor to some of the
residents.  With case management provided at Gateways, Chrissie was able to obtain
disability income as well as Medicaid health insurance.  With income, she was able to pay
back some of her debt and depend less on family for everyday needs.

In August of this year, Chrissie moved into the community with a friend while awaiting an
opening at a subsidized apartment program.  She is employed part-time, was able to get her
car back, continues to pay down her debt, attends church and is reconnecting with old
friends.  When asked what she gained from the Gateways program, she responded, “I
improved my cooking skills, but the best thing it provided was the interaction with clients
and staff.  I met a lot of great people.”

Though the Residential Program closed in September of 2008 after 50 years of service to
the community, Chrissie’s story is typical of the success enjoyed by many who were served
in the warm, homelike environment provided by MHAGI.
